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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study the justice officers  attitude
towards police officers extra - judicizl execution in Chiang Mai. Its content consists
of the justice officers opinions on the police officers  extra - judicial execution
and their motivations to do so, the suitable way to perform duties, and a code
of laws used to examine police officers extra - judicial execution effectively.

Sampling units are taken from justice officers such as the policemen, the
prosecutors, the judges, and the correction officers in Chiang Mai. As they kmow
and understand the performing process and the code of laws. Research
methodology is non - probability sampling and based on questiounaires constructed
to inquire 298 justice officers.

Research results reveal that the justice officers have a moderating  attitude,
tending positive, towards police officers extra - judicial execution. As to the police
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officers causes and motivation to commit the extra - judicial execution are the



expectation to be accepted by their superiors, the desire to succeed in quashing
the wrongdoers, and sometimes falling into the rick - taking situation.

As for the ways to improve the code of laws and the extra - judicial
execufion, the justice officers agree to every issue. The issue they agree to the
most is the improvement of the postmortern and the death investigation.

The vital case for deadly force must be regulated clearly enmough for tﬁe

policemen to perform their duties more confidently.
