Abstract

Independent study entitled “Pattern of Changing Party Affiliadon among the
Current Members of Parliament  is conducted with three objectives as follows :

1. To study behaviors of party affiliation a;mong members of parliament.

2. To study incentives in party affiliation among members of parliament.

3. To study impacts on counfry administration resulting from such party
affiliation among members of parliament.

Cooperation was requested of 389 members of parliament for answering
questionnaire sent to them. Among them, only 64 responded and returned the filled out
questionnaire. Additionally, 5 members of parliament were interviewed. Data were then
analyzed in order to find out frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and
T-test. Analysis was all made in association with interview findings. Results of the
study revealed as follows:

The majority of sampling units are the male with age of 40 and over. A

half of them finished Bachelor s Degree or equivalent, while the rest got lower



education. Pdor to having been elected member of parliament, they had been
education. Prior to having been elected member of parliament, they had been engaged
in their own business, while one-fourth of the sampling units had got involved in
political career. Among them, 51.6 percent are members of parliament dwelling in the
Northeast, others are from the North and the Central Plain; 31.2 percent have at least
once changed party affiliation.

Party affiliation of the sampling group is caused by a different variable. For
the first group it is counted on a faith in a partcular party, especially the party that has
conformably implemented its own policy; for the second it ascribed to a party leader
and his teamwork which played an outstanding role; for the last it is due to the fact
that the party has given an opportunity to its members to create and camry out a certain
activity. in order for the members to play their political roles. As regards the party
affiliation, the study findings indicate that it resulted from :

1) the party being unable to implement its policy as stated during election
campaigry,

2) disunity occwring inside the party; and

3) yielding to persuasion by other party

Based on data analysis, party affiliation among members of parliament is
found to have resulted from the following causes: |

1) r1oles of party leader being more popular among its members;

2) political fever for the currently existing political party;

3} disunity inside the party; and

4) promotion of political party by businessmen for playing a betier role.

According to this study, no party affiliation is found to have occumed
because of the lack of financial support and fringe benefits from the previous party, but

it is much motivated by an expectation for receiving political position as well as by



personal relationship with politician. In addition, the sampling units are of opinion that
the party affiliation among members of parliament does not have any impact on the
public faitlll and country administration. Buet it has directly affected continuation of
government policy, which will have an indirect impact on the country economic

sitnations.
