Abstract

Purpose of the study on "Atttude of civilian officers of Provincial Management
Organization towards role of elected member of PMO. under BE. 2540 PMOQ. Act" are as
following, |
1) To reveal attitude of the permanent civilian officers of PMO towards role of PMO member

under BE. 2540 PMO, Act.
2) To find problem, burden and suggestion from the permanent civilian officer for the PMO
member under BE. 2540 PMO. Act.

Samples in this study are the 109 permanent civilian officers of Chiang Mai PMO. The
research was conducted quantitatively.

Results of the study showed that the permanent civilian officers were highly agree with
decentralize mling power (o local. They were termediate and highly agree with the structure of
PMO under new Act. About relationship of PMO and central government, they said to be at
medium level. Relationship of civilian officer and elected member were found positively.

Researcher set hypothesis that eivilian olhcers had negative attitude to the PMO member.

Therefore, the hypothesis was not true and was rejected.



There were suggestion that government should establish more clear job description and
role of PMO not to overlap with other local organization. At the same time, PMO should prove
themselves as and necessity for the development of rural. PMO should put more concern with
people it they needed PMO to be continually existed.

Good relationship of PMO elected member with permanents officer was found to
influence the operation, Good working atmosphere was necessary for the benefit of rural citizen.
