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Abstract

The resumed titled “The Readiness for Local Self Government of Chiang Mai City” has
the following purposes : V‘

1. The readiness in self governing of people in city of Chiang Mai,

2. The readiness in fiscal and administration of city of Chiang Mai,

3. The form of local government that they prefer.

The hypothesis for this study is : City of Chiang Mai has adequate hurran and
administrative capability to self govern according to the local government principle,

This resumed is a quantitative research, Secondary data were gathered from various
government report and statistics. Primary data, however, were from é survey of 400 randomly
sémple Chiang Mai residents, 200 of whom live in the municipal area and another 200 people
from those who live outside the municipal area.

The results of the research can be summarized as follow :

1. People of Chiang Mai have a high level of understanding of the principle of local
government but demonstrated a low level of political participation. Hence, they can be visual as
having Subject Political Culture.



2. In the fiscal and administration aspect, Chiang Mai Municipality has capacity to
administer their routine works but was inadequate in local development capacity.

3. The most prefer form of local government is to supports the executive and the
legislative branch from each other and to have a direct election of the mayor. They also expressed
the desire to combine all the local government ﬁnits irx the area to form a metropolitan form

gimilar to Bangkok.
