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Abstract

This research was done with the objectives of:
to study the attitudes of commissioned police who are on active duty
in the Muang District, Chiang Mai Province, towards the Structure of National Police
Bureau project to increase police efficiency , morale, and the confidence in career
advances under the new structure
Methods used to compile data for this research was done through
collecting data from police documents of principles and important facts in restructuring
the Structure of National Police Bureau, police orders,and field study by surveying 340
police officers who are on active duty in the Muang District, Chiang Mai Province
The results showed that the Structure of National Police Bureau could not
increase the efficiency ,merale and the confidence in career advance. Because in the
Structure of National Police Bureau , There is outside intervention from politics; causing
patronage , Which does not allow for principles and knowledge to be the deciding
factors fof a fair advancement or promotion. But in contrast , the Structure of National
Police Bureau aliowed the relation between police and outside organizations as well as

the public to strengthen and change the image of the police. This was resulted from the



appointment of a pglice committee, consisting of representatives from organizations in
the public sector, to monitor police in the national as well as local fevel. This committee
also allows for rapid coordination between the police and organization.r

As for the opinions of police officials towards the presentati.c'ﬁn and the
restructuring of the Structure of National Police Bureau , it was found thét there should
be more consideration towards merit in intemal investigations. This will give police
officials more spirit and morale towards performing their duties and receiving
advancements promotions that are based on qualification. There is also a need for the
decentralization of power from the Structure of National Police Bureau to local police
stations. Thus giving local police stations full authority without needing authorization
from the Structure of National Police Bureau. This will allow effective the public to be
serviced effectively. Regulations and laws that are relative fo potice work should be

reformed to fit the changing society of today.
