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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study the attitude of the people towards the
ethics of politicians. Data were collected from 400 samples. It was found that the
respondents’ attitude was contrary to the hypothesis which was “People have a negative
attitude towards the ethics of the Thai politicians™. The respondents beheved that:

1. Politicians were patient to the problems.‘ They followod the fine political rules
and twadition of Thai socie.ty , served other people , devoted to their works , and carefuily
performed their functions.

2. Politicians’ behavior was good. They respected other people’s opinions , had
principles , knew the rules and political goals , were determined to attain the goals, were
not afraid of Cbslacles, were politc and gentle to the people, stick to the rightcousness,
sacrificed time to the works,and had unity in solving national problems.

3. However , politicians should improve their ethics by not buying votes or
corrupting . They should be more accountable to the people, aware of their responsibility
in serving the country and people. They should bave a clear scheme in developing the
arca that they represented , not only for solicibng votes . They should have ideology and

be aware of people’s rights and honor.
