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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the knowledge and understanding of the
teachers about the new election system as well as the factors affecting their knowledge and
understanding. Data were collected from 261 teachers by using close-ended questionnaire
containing questions concerning the personal background, channels of political information, and
knowledge and understanding about the new election system. Data analysis involved frequency,
percentage, mean, and Chi-square test.

Tﬁe findings were :

- The knowledge and understanding of the teachers about the new election system were
not satisfactory. Differences in income, channels of political information, gender, and age

affected their knowledge and understanding.
