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Abstract

This is a study about Problems of Chiang Mai Provincial Election Committee in Managing
and Controlling the Election : A Case study of the Senatorial Election,B.E. 2543. The study has its
three objectives; first is to analyze problems and obstacles of the management of Chiang Mal
Provincial Election Committee in the Senatorial Election, B.E. 2543. Second is to study problems
concerning the participation of government officials and people who have been involved in the
management of the election of senators together with Chiang Mai Provincial Committee. Third is to
suggest ways to in prove the election management,

Data collection was done through questionnaires survey covering three aspects; law,
regulations and readiness of the Election Commission of Thailand (ECT.) in administering the
clection. Target groups are government officials and members of election committees praticipated
in the management of election unit of Amphur San Patong, Chiang Mai Province. Officials at the
election unit composes of ; Head of the election unit, Administrative officers, Voting officers,
Guardians and Committee of the election unit.

The study found that only in law and _regulations aspects that different sample groups have
different openion; Head of the election unit, Administrative officers, Voting officers and

Guardians, agreed that there are still some problems need to be corrected.



As far as the readiness of administration of the ECT. and cooperation is concerned, all
sample groups have similar opinion that problems are still remained.

Regarding the amendment of the Act is compliance with the Constitution which granth
power to the ECT. Such as revoking the right of the candidates, requiring finger print of voters,
attaching secret code on the election card, letting the people to submit cards by themselves and
counting the votes at the central election unit. All these measures are very useful for the

management of the election and make it more effective.
