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ABSTRACT

The objective of the independent study has the following objectives :

1. To learn about public attitudes towards the laxity of policy and measures on the use
of illegal Burmese immigrants,

2. To study the socio-economic impacts of the above mentioned laxity to Thai society.

. The study gathers data and information from 240 selected samples of general public, of
Thai officials and of workplace operators, In addition, interviews of 6 affected people are included.

The study finds that :

1. Chiang Mai townspeople wish that the government should formulate proper policy
to the management of illegal immigrants, especially in the formulation of securily policy, in
punishment of labors who break the law, in changing production processes m order to switch to
Thai labors and in requesting assistance for these labors from neighboring countries and from
United Nations.

2. Chiang Mai townspeople at 70.83% do not want Thai government to give laxity to
permit illegal Burmese immigranis to be able to work in the Kingdom. On the contrary, Thai

employers and business proprietors agree with the laxity at 42.9%. However, the policy has

been put into practice, therefore, those who are related to the enforcement of the policy must act

accordingly to uphold the national interests.
3. Chiang Mai townspeople view that illegal Burmese immigrants have created socio-

economic impacts together with impacts to national security to Thailand, Therefore, illegal

Burmese labors should be forced out of the Kingdom.
