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Abstract

The purposes of this independent study were to study the opinions of School
Boy Scout personnel about methods for implementing boy scouf activities to prevent and
resolute methamphetamine abuse in Secondary Schools and to find appropriate boy scout
activities to prevent and resolute methamphetamine abuse.

The samples used in this study composed of 280 teachers and Boy Scout
personnel in secondary school in Mueang District and nearby districts. Questionnaires
constructed by the researcher were used fo collect data, whereas, the data were analyzed
through the implementations of percentage.

The findings could be summarized as follows:

A majority of samples accepted that the spread of methamphetamine abusing
was in secondary schools and they also agreed that it must be resoived rapidly. Most of
the samples revealed that they highly agreed that Boy Scout activities were important to
implement in prevention and resolution this problem. With regard to the course that the
poison of methamphetamine abuse appropriately applied, they revealed that physical and
hygiene education were highly proper. The best time taken for Boy Scout activities was 30

minutes per week,
