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Abstract

The objectives of this independent research study are to evaluate the education training
program for improvement of teaching French to M.5 Students of Dara Academy and to study the
different factors that are beneficial during the training process. It also promotes and develops
trainees to gain efficiency in improving oneself in her studies.

The tools used are the written questionnaires, a test on French grammatical usage and
evaluation sheets. The written questionnaires consist of two parts : First part contains personal
data of trainees such as age, grades obtained during the last semester, number of family
members, parental status, educational background, occupation, family income, and personal
experiences or interests toward French. Second part contains questions that are used to evaluate
the factors that affect the varied results in the training which are divided into personal factors of

the trainees like motivation, goals and expectations, and opinions toward the training. The



76 experimental students did the 50 questions and then got the 59 passed students and 17

students failed . So all of the 17 who failed were trained and did the examination after.

Results of the study

1. From the findings of the study, most of the experimental group aged 16, have
residence outside the city while 93.4 % are staying in the main city of Chiangmai. It also shows
that 59.2 % have two children a family and mostly be the first child. Parents of the students live
together and their fathers are government employees, mothers work as merchants. Their fathers
and mothers have Bachelor degrees by 35.5 % and 30.3 % respectively. Incomes of their fathers
. are at an average 20,000 baht up and mothers' between 15,000-20,000 baht . Most parents have no
French background or never studied French and have no possibilities of the use of French in their
works or occupations.

2. Results in the study show the attitudes of the students toward in studying French and
the attitudes toward stady French with friends is at average. The opinions on things that motivate
them, goals, expectations and good attitude in this training are great.

3. Statistics record in finding the relationship between the variables and the result of
exams with 59 passing students and 17 students who failed, it was discovered that differences in
the different attitudes in studying French, motivations for training, conditions and family status,
behavior of students in studying, personal atfitude to this‘training are not related to result of the
exam. This is because conditions, test contents and effectiveness of the examinations’ level
difficulty resulting from rescarch studies have varied: results, but factors relating to goals and
expectations concerning the application of the French language into practice in their job are
related with the result of the test with the value of Chi-square 9.560 and the value of the
significant 0.008.

4. Statistic results in finding show that the relationship between the grade level
before and after the training, it was discovered that training is related to the increase of grade

level with the value of T = 4.49 and the value of significant = 0.00
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5. Statistic results in finding the relationship between difference of all factors and
the result of the training, it was discovered that the differences in studying regarding to students'
interests in study the subject is related to the result of training and having the value of Chi-square
=6.67

6. Statistic results in finding the relationship between outside factors like
conditions or family status, it was discovered that differences in the numbers of children in the
family are related to the result of the training with the value of Chi-square = 6.023 and the related
value = 0.014 which are consistent to the Henry’s and Supot Chakuthap’s research resuits.
Differences in the father's and mother's income are related with the result of the training wifh Chi-
square having the value = 0.633 and 0.037 respectively, and the related value is 0.006 and 0.037
which are along with the research done by Green & Rohwer that discovered differences in the
socioeconomic conditions contribute to scores in 1Q tests. Other factors like residence, rank in the
family members, family background of parents' occupations, educational background, knowledge
of French language, experience of parents knowing or using the language and behavior or attitude

of classmates are not related with the result of the training.
