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Abstract

This research aims to examine the present government policy in dealing with the
agricultural goods trade--a case of frozen chicken. This will lead to an analysis to propose

directions and visions in the agricultural goods trade according to the international trade policy.
The results of the research by qualitative method and system theory are as follows:

1. The internal factors: the expansion of businesses in both private and public
sectors and in the politics, changes of business to export-led industries, and results from the
economic crisis and the external factors: ending of the cold war, new economy era, expansion of
international organisations’ power, and changes in the present world socio-economic status are
the main factors influencing the trade of agricultural goods,in case of frozen chicken.
The government policy that deals with international trade has been influenced by these factors

which are the major reasons that shape the policy than the government initiative itself.

2. The present government policy in international trade in the policy Number 13

about the international relation policy and in the Number 4.3 the international trade policy cannot



guarantee that the agricultural goods trade,in case of frozen chicken, will always be protected or

benefited from the international trade.

3. The trend of international trade policy of Thailand will be a policy that has a
variety of directions to deal with international trade policy especially the new economic factors
that will increasingly affect the Thai economy, This includes a policy that is compatible with
conditions of the agricultural product itself because the agxiculttﬁal product has one essential
limitation which is it can be rotten. Therefore, Thai traders need to rely on purchasers who have

more power to conirol the trading than the sellers.

From the study, the researcher recommends that all sectors involved with the frozen
chicken trading need to prepare themselves in order to deal with the situation under the new
economic system. First, public sector needs to confirm that the agricultural trade is compatible
with all international agreements and regulations. Second, co-ordination_ between public and
private sectors are essential to the directions of the international trade. Third, the -private sector
must develop their own production. process and have various marketing strategics to be

compatible with international agreements and regulations.
