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ABSTRACT

The indepen.dent study on Youth Development Program, Occupational Training
Center for Former Students of Border Patrol Police and the Corrections of Border
Security Protlems has the following objectives:

To learn about the changes in daily life of the youth who have completed the
project’s orientation and to see whether these youths have better life quality by having
the roles, duties and occupations which give support to the works of border patrol police
and bring about corrections of border security problems.

Data and information of the study are gathered from the selected samples of 100
youths who have finished training from the Center and 50 community ieaders that
comprise of village leaders, parents and school masters of border patrol police
schools.

The study uses questionnaires to collect data from the youth group and uses

interviews for the community leader group. The gathered infcrmation. are analysed by



using SPSS for Windows program to tabulate descriptive statistics such as frequencies,
percentage, average, standard deviations and chi-square.
The study finds that:

The youth have better life quality by having main and additional occupations
which derived from the received training. This earning comes from working within their
villages and there is no need to work outside their localities.. In addition, the youth
disseminate their knowledge to villagers and receive acceptance from communities.

As for the support to the works of border patrol police, the youth realize the
importance in giving participation with communities and government officials especially
border patrol police to alleviate border problems which comprise of narcotics,
devastation of natural resources, poverfy, health and shifting cultivation. These problems
are important to border security. Moreover, the youth express their satisfaction in having
democratic government with monarchical head of state. The youth have faith in
correction works of border patrol police. it can be concluded that the project has a
certain capabilities to solve the existing border security problems by using this youth

development program,
