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Abstract

The objectives of this study were 1) to compare the forms of student’s activity
administration in Chiang Mai University and Payap University, 2) to compare the student’s role
and participation in the activities in each university, and 3) to compare the student’s opinions
towards activity setting of the student affairs division in each university.

The data were collected from the documents of administrative, financial, and
personnel departments of student affairs divisions in Chiang Mai University and Payap University
and through the questionnaires. The target group was 120 undergraduate students from six faculties
of Chiang Mai University namely Humanities, Science, Social Sciences, Education, Agriculture,
and Engineering and 80 undergraduate students from four facultieé of Payap University namely
Business Administration, Science, Humanities, and Law.

The research results were summarized as follows:

1. At Chiang Mai University, the form of student’s activity adiministration in
aspects of policy and target was to systemtically develop students’ quality, in order to excel in
knowledge and achieve high moral standing. The main source of budget for the administration was
from the government budget. For Payap University, it emphasized on enhancing the student’s

characteristics according to university’s intention. The budget for the administration was allocated



from university’s income, The two universities shared the same administrative structure, which was
accordant with the policy and target to raise student’s participation in administration,

2. The reason for activity participation of the students from both universities was
caused by persuasion of friends and free time uses between classes and during weekends. In case
of activity such as its category, benefit, attractiveness, environment, and number of participants,
the researcher found that the numbers of students participating in extra curriculum activity of
Chiang Mai University were more than those of Payap University because Chiang Mai University
had a wide variety of activities.

3. More Chiang Mai University students agreed with activity setting and paid
attention to the activity more than Payap University students, since there were diverse activities to
join and they realized the benefit of activity participation.

4. The activity setting of private university should be improved. Even though
there was the limitation of the budget, the benefit for the students should still be considered in order

to comply with the B.E. 2542 National Education Legislation.
