Abstract

This independent study has 3 main objectives :

1. To leamn about problems and obstacles in performing the task of autopsy officials
under the revised criminal procedure law (issue 21) B.E. 2542,

2. To learn about how to redress the afore-mentioned problems.

3. To instill knowledge, understanding, work consciousness and responsibilities
among operating officials.

Data and information are gathered from Chiang Mai Province's autopsy officials,
using questionnaires and interviews.

The study finds that :

1. Medical doctors and workers who are knowledgeable in forensic science are
insufficient.

2. Budgetary support, modern appliances and transportation are still lacking including
sluggish in reimbursing communication and expenses.

3. There are problems and obstacles in communication and coordination among

related government agencies including the sending of death notification to relatives.



4. Difficult and dangerous landscapes are the main problem and obstacles of autopsy
officials which often result in delay of autopsies.

5. Weight and balance of judgement in autopsy do not exist because autopsy result is
executed according to one sided medical judgement.

The revised criminal procedure law (issue 21) B.E. 2542 provides more civil

p-rotection from possible abuses.

The study recommendations are :
Thai government should make corrections to the problems and obstacles in
performing autopsy which would have beneficiary effects in upholding justice and better

protection of civil rights in the future.
