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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were: to study the people’s level of knowledge and
understanding in the general elections, to study the people’s personal characteristics affecting
their knowledge and understanding, and to study other factors affecting their knowledge and
understanding.

Data were collected from 330 people who were eligible for voting with the use of a
closed-ended questionnaire. Statistical analysis involved frequency, percentage, Chi-Square, and
ANOVA

The findings were:

The knowledge and understanding of the respondents in the general elections were quite
fair. Factors affecting their knowledge and understanding were gender. age. income, and

participation in the campaign for the 1997 Constitution.
