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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1) to know the opinions in the readiness for
pre-school educational administration of the Tambon Administrative Organizations (TAQ's) in
Amphoe Mueang Chiang Mai, 2) to know the level of knowledge for pre-school educational
administration of the personnel of the TAQ’s, 3) to know the capabilities in policy formulation and
implementation in pre-school educational administration of the TAO’s, and 4) to recommend a
necessary preparation for effective pre-school educational administration to the TAQ’s,

This study employed both documentary and survey research methods. The data were
collected from three TAO’s in Amphoe Mueang Chiang Mai by questionnaires. One hundred
samples were drawn from councilors, administrators and officers of the TAQ’s, and school
administrators. Data were then processed and analyzed by the\ ‘SPSS program. Statistics used for
data analysis included frequency, percentage, and arithmetic mean. Chi-square was used for

hypothesis testing at 0.05 level of sinificance.



The results of this study were as follows:

(1) The school administrators were doubtful in the readiness of the TAO’s in Amphoe
Mueang Chiang Mai in pre-school educational administration but the opinions of
councilors were positive.

(2) The level of the knowledge and capability for 'pre-school educational administration of
the personnel of the TAO’s in Amphoe Mueang Chiang Mai was at the medium level.

(3) The capabilities in educational administration policy formulation and implementation of
the TAO’s in Amphoe Mueang Chiang Mai were at low level.

(4) The opinions of councilors about readiness for pre-school educational administration of
the TAO’s in Amphoe Mueang Chiang Mai differed significantly from that of the school
administrators.

Recommendations regarding how to prepare the TAO’s for the reponsibilities in pre-school

educational administration included:

1. establishment of administrative network in  educational development among local

government agencies,

2. starting a pilot project, and

3. strengthening the community in taking part in the educational administration.
