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Abstract

The objectives of this research are to study the behavior of political demonstration
and to study the factors affecting the election behavior for voting of the people in Constituency 1,
Changwat Chiang Mai in the representative election on January 6, 2001.

The data were gathered by accidental sampling method from the 400 people who
were eligible to vote in the Constituency 1, Amphoe Mueang, Changwat Chiang Mai by using
closed-ended questionnaires. The data analysis was made with the application of descriptive
statistics in order to find the mean, percentage, and frequency. Chi-square test was used to prove
the hypothesis.

The results of this research are:

1. The majority of the voters for the constituency 1, Changwat Chiang Mai
represent the political culture as subject participant political culture type. The
majority of them have the participant political culture type. 81.0 per cent of them
went to vote and 47.9 per cent of them agreed that election was the duty

of the people.



Regarding factors affecting the political behavior, the research finds that:

Age, the middle age people are likely to go to vote more than people in the other
age groups.

Level of education, people who have high level of education are likely to go to
vote more than people who have low level of education.

Income, people who have high level of income are likely to go to vote more
than people who have low level of income.

Occupation, people who work as bureaucracy, government officers, as well as
officers who work in state - owned enterprise, are likely to go to vote more than

people who work in other groups of professionals.
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
