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ABSTRACT

This study is aimed 1) to analyze the concepts, principles and process used in
policy - making of illegal foreign workers management in Thailand during B.E. 2535 - 2546,
2) to consider validity, suitability and weakness of such policy as of B.E. 2535-2546, and
3) to review concepts and principles of foreign countries, which can be applied to make the policy
of illegal foreign workers management in Thailand in the future. It is a documentary research

and the data are analyzed by means of content analysis.
The study results can be summarized as follows:

1) The policy-making of illegal foreign workers management in Thailand during B.E.
2535-2546 relied on the concepts of national security and of the capitalistic economy with ignoring

the human and labor rights.

As regards the process in policy-making, the policy was resulted from the pressures of
government and non-governmental sectors and their impacts. In such policy — making the
important persons concerned are politicians, high — ranking officials and interest groups.

Important factors used in policy-making emphasized national security and economic benefits.



2) The implementation of policy-making of illegal foreign workers management in Thailand is not
successful yet due to the following factors: 1) legalization of illegal workers, 2) failure of impact-
reducing measures, 3) ineffectiveness of illegal immigrant preventive, control and interceptive
measures, and 4) frequent change of policy and lack of its certainty and continuity, including

violation of human and labor rights.

3) From the study, some solutions are suggested to the problem of such illegal
foreign workers management in Thailand in the future: the government should establish some
agency and promulgate specific law to regulate the illegal foreign workers. In doing so, foreign
principles and practices should be considered and applied, such as quota allocation for foreign
labor every year, voucher system, taxation of foreign labor from employers, and standardization of

illegal foreign workers on equal par with Thai labor.
