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ABSTRACT

The thesis entitled, “People Movement for Land Right: A Case Study of Issuing
Communal Land Titles on Ban Pong,. San Sai District, Chiang Mai Province,” is aimed at: 1)
to study the problem of landholding and factors that caused people movement for land
right 2) to study the determination of strategy and patterns of people movement for land
right and 3) to study problems of people movement for land right.

It is a qualitative research, for which the study data ére collected through
interviewing the leading organizer, Ban Pong Land Refoﬂn members,- priests, landowners,.
academics, government officials,rmembers of the parliament, NGOS workers and ordinary
people inthe study area, totaling 50 persons. Additionally, the data are gathered from
relevant documents.

The study resuits revealed as follows:

1. Factors causing Ban Pong community movement for land right arose from
internal situations, such as farmland, socio-economic changing, protests against sand
dredging in Ping River, and interference by the NGOs development workers while external
factors include the imbalance of national development directions.

2. The strategy of people movement for land right resulted ﬁom collectively
organized activities, mobilizing such a movement in cooperation with northern farmers,

and working jointly with the NGOs workers.



As regards the movement patterns, there are various types of strategy, of which
the principle are the intrusive holding of public land by the land reform group and. Ban
Pong community, the people rally, and the extension of people alliance.

Supportive strategy deals with creation of self-reliance process, socio-economic
activity management.

3. The problems of people movement are divided into two categories: internal and
external. External problems inclide community’s image and understanding on the land
reform, lawsuit against villagers, long struggle discouraging the villagers, and discontinuity
of solution of land problems, while internal problems consist of members control inability

and irregularity of group participation in activities.
