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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to examine the factors affecting the moral values of
the Thai and Japanese students in primary education 2) to compare the differences of moral
values between Thai and Japanese students in primary education

The samples used for this study were consisted of 2 groups 1) Thai groups were
consisted of 50 students in 6th grade of primary school, 18 teachers of the primary school and 50
persons of parents at the primary school, in total 118 persons who living in Muang Phayao
District, Phayao Province. 2) Japanese groups were consisted of 50 students in 6th grade of
primary school, 18 teachers of the primary school and 50 persons of parents at the primary school,
in total 118 persons who living in Sapporo city , Hokkaido District.

The survey research was conducted through questionnaire. In term of data analysis,
T-Test, Chi-square and content analysis were introduced.

The results are as follows:

1. Moral Values of Thai students of Primary Education (Grade 6th) were following by the
school regulations, ability in working with others and accept and insist in right things.

2. Moral Values of Japanese students of Primary Education (Grade 6") were hygenic in,
ability in clothes, working with others and try the best in duty.

3. The moral values between Thai students and Japanese students were not statistical

different at 0.05 level of significance.



4. Environment factors of Family and Social factor were not statistical different at 0.05
level of significance in Thai students of Primary Education (Grade 6th) but Education factor were
statistical different at 0.05 level of significance in Thai students of Primary Education (Grade 6th)

5. Family factors and Education factor were not statistical different at 0.05 level of
significance in Japanese students of Primary Education (Grade 6th) but Social factor were

statistical different at 0.05 level of significance in Japanese students of Primary Education (Grade

6th)
