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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research are: 1) to study the process of civil society in
Faham sub-district municipality; 2) to investigate the activity patterns run by the civil
societies in Faham Sub-district municipality; 3) to discover problems, obstacles and
limitations of the operation of the civil societies. The qualitative research design is
used in this study. There are 4 sample groups selected by using criteria. The data were
collected from the in-depth interviews of 23 samples, participant and non-participant
observations, as well as the information from related academic documents and
researches.

The study results showed that the civil society process in Faham sub-district
municipality exhibited the following important characteristics: 1) the formation of the
civil society; 2) public awareness of people in the civil societies ; 3) networks and
communications of the societies; 4) problem resolutions in the communities. The
researcher studied the process via the existing forms of civil society, and it was found
that the civil societies were started from participation of people in Faham sub-district
municipality. The people participated in environmental concern activities, cultural
activities, and public health activities in the communities. However, the operation of
the civil society was obstructed or limited by the diversity of population in the area,
physical characteristics of the operating area, the supporting budgets, dynamics of the

area, differences between countryside community and town community. Importantly,



formation of the civil society for operating social activities needs the consideration of
mutual benefits between the community and its people in order to generate the
sustainable process. The researcher suggested that awareness of people participation
should be built in order to make people see the importance of problem resolutions and
support the activities. The related authorities should be brought into the process so
that they will have sense of belonging. To do these, the process of civil society and

the activities will be developed, and the operation will be succeeded.
