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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is supported by four objectives: 1)To study the Hmong Laos
‘s status, received from the Thai government, 2)To study the process of immigration and
elements that effect to the Hmong Laos at Huai Nam Khao Village, Kheknoi Sub-district,
Khao Kho District, Petchabun province, 3)To study the general effect to Thailand and the effect
to the communities from the Hmong Lao's immigration and, 4)To study the problem solving's
obstacles,and to choose the process of operations of the Thai government with this Hmong tribe,
by studying with the quality analysis, by data analysing from documents and interviews.

The study's result indicated that from the start of this immigration since September
2004, the Hmong's status was “The illegally immigrated persons”, according to the Immigration
Act year 1979, since these Hmong people are not political refugees, both from wars or from
natural disasters,under the supervision of Civilian-Police-Military Task Force,Khao Kho.

The overwhelmingly immigration has effects against communities in the beginning of
the activity,especially with ecology system,the fight for natural resource of the locals. But when
the sanctuary has been relocated from an old area and declared closed area since the year 20006,

the destruction of natural resources and the agricultural theft has been decreased.



Furthermore, this Hmong people are not only from Lao People’s Democratic Republic,
but also from another tribes of Hmong come to join, such as the Hmong that has been lived in
Tamkrabok Immigration Center, Saraburi, and the Thai Hmong from the North with the join
target to the third country, or if not, they will ask to stay in Thailand.

The issue of pushing back the illegal immigrants has a lot of things, as improperly
planning and coordination of the concerned agencies, and the connections to gain benefit
systematically by many sectors, both the officials and some community's leaders, some Hmong
people are movement's leaders that motivate and spread wrong datas, accuse government
officials with wrong reasons, especially with the human right, that makes the process of pushing
back goes so slow, but finally with the serious cooperation from Thai and Lao’s governments in

public relations correctly, the pushing back process can be operated smoothly without lose.
