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Abstract

This research aims to study the problems and obstacles in the administration of drug
interdiction in the border areas under the supervision of the Center of Drugs Control and
Interdiction in the North Border Area (CDI — NORTH). The researcher uses the in-depth
interview method for interviewing the officials of the Narcotics Control office region 5, the
officials of the Center of Drug Interdiction North Border Area (CDI-NORTH), the officials of the
Phamuang Force 5" Cavalry Squadron, the officials of the Narcotics Suppression Bureau and the
officials of Narcotics Combating Operation Center. The information was analyzed and explained
reasonably, in order to respond to the research problems.

The result shows that the CDI-NORTH has provided an operation plan of drug
eradication in the northern border area that was integrated with other relevant agencies; civilians,
police and military. The problems and obstacles were found as follows: 1) Personnel lack
training and knowledge to do their jobs; 2) The officials’ motivation, the lack of budget and the
allowance for support are low and unmatched with a number of tasks; 3) The CDI-NORTH’s
budget is delayed, which causes an adjustment to the plan to stay within the budget; 4) There is a
lack of munitions support, therefore the CDI-NORTH has to use the available munitions on its

mission to support the unit; 5) The CDI-NORTH’s administration of integration planning is not



unified because there are many duplicated agencies; 6) The persons who are concerned with
narcotics do not revere the law, particularly some of the people and local politicians.

The situation for importing narcotics in the northern border area sees an increasing trend.
Reference to the drug eradication’s results show an increase in the amount of drug types. The
drugs are transported to avoid the main route by using an alternate route. The transport methods
are more complicated and they use the geographical features to escape officials. In addition, the
situation in Myanmar has become intense due to the control in the area by the Burmese military
and other minority military forces who smuggle drugs continuously.

The problems and obstacles in administration of Drugs Eradication in Border area under
the supervision of Center of Drugs Interdiction in the North Border Area (CDI-NORTH) consist
of incompleteness in the agency and the local and abroad narcotics situation that is causing the
expansion of narcotics. For that reason, the operation of drug eradication requires the cooperation
of all agencies to interdict the smuggled narcotics. On the national level, everyone should be

involved in reducing the importation of narcotics.
