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Abstract

This work wag o survey of edible dry fruits
.in Thailand, The specimens were collected from some areas
of all parts of the country., Their vernacular names were
confirmed, their families and species were identified and
their photographs were taken. The detail characters of
fruits were studied and described. DBach specimen was illu-
strated by line drawings., The keys to families and species
were then constructed based on the morphology of the fruits.
All the collected specimens were found to be the dicotyle-
dons of 18 families, 25 genera and 30 species. The legumes

and crereals were not included in this study.
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
