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Abhstract

A survey of the herbaceous ground flora flowering from March 1993
to February 1994 was studied on the eastern side of Doi Suthep, Chiang Mai,
altitudes 670 to 750 m. with a total area of about 2,960 sq.m. Plant
specimens we re collected twice a month and identified. Twenty-four
families. 59 genera and 71 species were found. There were 168 species of

annmual and 55 perennial plants with 40 monocotyledons, 31 dicotyledons,

inciuding 16 topotypes. During the rainy season, May to October, these.

plants grew most vigorously. the family Zingiberaceae had the most species.
