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Abstract

The purposes of this study are as follows : (1) to compare
learning achievement between quota and non-quota students, (2) to
analyze factors affecting learning achievement, and (3) to formulate |
discriminating functions for the learning achievement of quota and
non—quota students. The data were collected from a sample of 398 quota
.ancl non-quota students at Rajabhat Institute Chiangmai.

There is no significant difference between quota and non-quota
students on learning achievement.

The discriminant analyzes could classify students into three
groups according to their learning achievement. Two discriminant
functions were formulated with 16 variables as predictors. The
prediction of group memberships based on these variables was accurate

by 88.44 percent, approximately.



The amalyzes of factors affecting student learning achievement
were performed for each group separately. For the fair and good
groups, the three most important predictors of learning achievenent
were achievement in major subjects, education and management science
courses and foundation courses in humanity, respectively. The similar
result was found in the excellent group with an exception of the third

predictor being achievement in social science.
