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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to survey the factors and the figures of
requirement by the sample which would impact to the need of higher level education of
the sample themselves by using questionnaire and hierarchical regression analysis method.
Of which the sample were the number 1,262 students in 1998 academic year from 14
Education Welfare Schools in the northern region.

The results of this research were as follows :

1. To compare hill tribe students and their folks to the local students, the first
group had the better figures of GPA, the average of age both students and their parents
in statistically significant than the second group.

2. To refer to the statisticélly figures, the local students needed to study in the
higher level education and also wanted to be unmiversity scholars as their education

achievement, which was opposite to the hill tribe students and their folks, By the way, for

attending in vocational education, the hill tribe and their folks showed the statistically
figure more favorable than the other.

3. According to the statistically lsurvey in making decision about the samples
education, the students whose parents had high income obviously required to have more
higher education than the ones whose families had less income.

4, For having higher level education, the results showed that the student who
intended to study and the ones who denied were 77.24 points and 17.83 points
consecutively while the total points average of bc;th groups was 74.83 points,

- 5. The three regression modsls of demanding in higher level education of all
students found that: |

A. The function of a group who needed to have higher level education was
positive variables effects such as; grade point average, fathers’ age, parents’ income, wish
to join in government sectors or state enterprises, problems and obstacles at present.
Meanwhile, the only negative vatiable effect was broken home situation,

B. The function of a group who did not intend to continue their study was
positive variable effects sucﬁ as; the level of fathers’ education, wish to join government
sectors or state enterprises, favorite persons being a pattern to encourage in studying. The
negative variable effects were broken home situation and their mothers’ education level.

C. The function of the whole samples showed only in the positive variable
effects such as; GPA, fathers’ ages, families’ income, to join with government seciors or
state enterprises, to seék for higher level education according to parents’ desire, having
self problems and obstacles at present. The most influential variable effect was wishing to
join with government sectors or state enterprises, which had the standardized regression
coefficient (Beta) = 30.10 %. Multiple Coefficient of Correlation (Multiple R) = 58.82 % and
Multiple Coefficient of Determination (R_) = 34.66 %
