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Abstract

The study of "The Spatial Analysis of Crime in Amphoe Muang,
Changwat Chiang Mai" has 3 objectives : 1) to study number, type, and
distribution of basic crime , 2) to analyse relationship between basic
crime and landuse ; between basic crine and pepulation density , and
3) to analyse relationship between types of crime and factors
concerning of fenders.

The method for this study was implemented by compiling
complaints from each police stations and by interviewing 116 offenders.
Then, the collected data are analysed by percentage distribution,
Pearson’s Product Moment Coefficient, and Chi-Square Test.

The result from this study has been revealed that appearance
of basic crime nainly occurred are crime against property rather than
crime against life, body and relating to sexuality , by which of fences
of theft has been committed most frequently. These two types of crime
have been comnitted in inner part of city rather than outer part, and
have been conducted most frequently in areas under responsibilities of
Muang Chiang Mai , Maeping , Phuping , and Changpuek Police Stations,

respectively. Both crime against life, body and relating to sexual ity



and crime against property are clustered in commercial and service,
and residential areas rather than other types of landuse. Hence, the
duration of committing ecrime against 1life, body and relating to
sexuality are during night time rather than day time distinctively.
The crime against property have been committed during day time rather
than night time. When considering season, it has been found that
basic crime are quite often committed in sumnmer. |

Almost all types of crime have been most related with
commercial and service landuse. Besides, crime also have been related
with population density by which areas with high population density
are tended to have high rate of crime.

Most offenders are male with age under 25 years old and their
domicile are in Amphoe Muang Chiang Mai. Before committing crime,
they have 1lived in outer part of the city rather than inner part.
Their education are less than Prathom 6. Most offenders are single
and - work as employees. They have low and insufficient income. Most
offenders committed orime because of invitation by friends, and of
their poverty. Most crime have been taken place in residential and
commercial areas during 12.01-18.00 pm and 18.01-24.00 pm. They do
not intend to select victims but by accidentally. The analysis df
the relationship between types of crime and factors concerning
offenders has shown that types of crime are significantly related
with age (of conviction) , motives of committing crime, duration of

crime, and reason to select victims.
