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Abstract

This Independent Study on “Non Commissioned Police Officers' Debt Conditions of
Chiang Khong Police Station, Chiang Rai Province” had the major objectives of studying and
surveying the debt condition of the non-commissioned police officers of Chiang Khong Police
Station in Chiang Rai Province as well as analyzing the causes of their debts along with the
problems and obstacles for debt repayment and their needs for assistance. This study was a
qualitative and experimental research using in-depth interviews and open ended questions. The
primary data was collected from questionnaires distributed to 50 people who were the sample
population before the data was analyzed.

The sample population consisted of 49 (95%) males and one (2%) female; 16 (8%) were
31-40 years old, 21 (42%) were 41-50 years old and 13 (26%) were 51 years old and older. Their
terms of service varied: 19 (38%) had 11-20 years service, 17 (34%) 21-30 years, 14 (28%) had
been in the service for 31 years or more. These non-commissioned police officers had a base
monthly salary of 19,770 Baht, with 3, 000 in addition for their rank or position and 400 Baht
more for allowance or a total of 23,170 Baht altogether. However, statistics showed that after
deducting the amount paid in installments for the debts each month, many of them had only 100
Baht left in their pay account. The sample whose terms of service was 11-20 years had average

monthly expenses of 8,433 Baht for food, 4, 363 Baht for other types of consumption, 4, 437 Baht



for education and 2, 965 Baht for recreation, or total expenses of 20,208 Baht. Those whose
terms of service was 21-30 years had average monthly expenses of 11,667 Baht for food, 5, 112
Baht for other types of consumption 7, 217 Baht for education and 3, 138 Baht for recreation, or
total expenses of approximately 27,134 Baht. And those whose term of service was 31 years and
up had monthly expenses of 12,000 Baht for food, 4, 648 for other consumption, 10, 227 Baht for
education and 4, 754 Baht for recreation, or total expenses of approximately 31, 672 Baht. The
overall picture of their expenses was as follows: 10, 717 Baht for food, 4, 707 Baht for other
consumption, 7,293 Baht for education and 3,619 Baht for recreation or a total of monthly
expenses of approximately 26,338 Baht. Comparing their income and expenses each month
could be calculated by subtracting their expenses each month from the amount of income each
group received monthly as a salary. It showed the amount of income left for each group each
month would be 272 Baht for those with 11-20 years of service, 5, 408 Baht in debt for those who
had served 21-30 years and a debt of 4, 366 Baht monthly for those who had served for 31 years
or more. This gave the overall picture that the non-commissioned police officers of Chiang
Khong Police Station, Chiang Rai Province had an average monthly debt of 3, 168 Baht per

person.
