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ABSTRACT

This research purposes to study about woman perception level and opinion upon the
politics in Tasailuad Municipality area, Mae Sot District, Tak Province in order to learn the
factors effecting to the political and cultural participation in woman in Tasailuad Municipality
area, Mae Sot District, Tak Province. The sample with 491 ladies was then analyzed using the
SPSS and presented through frequency, percentage, average, SD and the analyzing statistics
which is Chi-Square. It is to consider the relationship between the individual factors and the
political participation.

From the study it is found that in Tasailuad Municipality area there is 32.59 per cent of
women who are 21 to 30 years old. Some are married (45.42%). 33.20% of the women have
graduated in Bachelor degree. In addition 30.75% of them are employees while the women who
earn 5,001-10,000 baht a month are 46.44%. From the figure it can be said that women in
Tasailuad Municipality area have a high level of political perception and they agree with the idea
that representative must come from the election. They believe that democratic will be sustainable
if people are openly informed with the true and enough information. Also they think that people
should be given opportunities todetermine the government policies. They realize that in Thailand

corruption is one of the political problems.



When analyzing the relationship between the individual factors and the understanding
or opinion upon the political situation as well as their political roles in the situation, it can be
explained that the individual factors such as age, education, career and marital status influence not
only to the women’s perception and opinion upon the political situation but also their political

roles in the situation.
