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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study potential and desire to develop agro-tourism
at Pang-Bong village, Doi Saket District, Chiang Mai province. The study site is located on a
hillside, which has cool weather all year around. Geographically, it is a tropical rainforest and
home to the Loew, who cultivate tea, coffee and other cold climate crops. However, as the price
of agricultural products has dropped massively, the community needs to set up different funds to
support each other. Moreover, as the community has both ecological systems and traditional
livelihood, the community has the potential to develop its agro-tourism to supplement their
incomes.

52 study populations consisting of 26 males and 26 females, Most of whom were
farmers, married, and with primary level education. Their incomes were about 82,144.23 Baht
annually, per family. The research showed that the community had a high level of understanding
of agro-tourism. Their resources have a high potential to be developed into tourism products.
Most importantly, they want to develop agro-tourism in their community to supplement their

incomes.



The study also showed that understanding of agro-tourism reflected on wanting to
develop it as tourism products, which statistically at least 0.01. At the same time, however, it
showed that the potential for agro-tourism does not necessarily mean they wanted to develop it.

For community leaders and representatives from relevant stakeholders, they all agree
that agro-tourism at Pang-Bong village presently has not been developed. Therefore, they should
start to develop agro-tourism as Pang-Bong village is as agricultural based community. The
community is home to abundant natural resources which are suitable to develop into an agro-
tourism destination. Tourism then provides jobs and generates incomes for the community. Most
importantly, it should encourage locals to participate in tourism planning and practices for the
benefit of their own with some supervision. However, there is a lack of serious support from any

relevant stakeholders.
