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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study generation M’s exposure behavior towards
mass media in Mueang District, Chiang Mai Province. The data was collected from questionnaire
distributed to 400 generation M members aging 18-24 years. The data was from convenience
sampling. The data was then analyzed using frequency, percentage and mean.

Results of the study showed that most respondents were female of 20 years of age,
university education, live with parent. Their average earning was below 5,000 baht. Mass media
exposures of their choices were television, the internet, newspaper, radio, magazines, movies, and
other media such as mobile phone or leaflet, respectively.

The details of the analysis for each type of media were as follows. For television, the
respondents watched television the most during Saturday and Sunday and watched it twice a day
or more. The average viewing period for each time was 4 hours 56 minutes. The most frequented
channel was Channel 3. They watched daily news the most. While watching television, they did
not do other activities.

For the internet, the respondents used it the most during Monday-Friday and used it twice
a week. They familiar with internet more than 5 years. The average period of each use was
4 hours. The most frequented website was Google, to search for information, and Hotmail, to sent

e-mail. While using internet, they did not do other activities.



For newspaper, the respondents read them the most during Monday-Friday. Most read
them once a day, during lunch break (12:00-12:29). The average period of reading was 30
minutes to one hour. The most preferred daily Thai newspaper was Thairath. They rarely like
English newspaper. The section most preferred was headline news. Other preferred section was
entertainment and also preferred reading the whole newspaper. While reading newspaper, they
did not do other activities.

For radio, the respondents listened to it the most during Monday-Friday. They turned on
radio twice a week with the average period of listening was couple hours. Most of them chose
music program. They listened to the radio mostly at home. They listened the most from audio
player. They listened to the radio while doing other activities.

For magazines, the respondents read them the most during Saturday and Sunday. They
read them once a week, mostly in the afternoon. The average reading period was couple hours.
The most preferred type of magazine was magazine related to entertainment and movie stars,
followed by magazine related to teenagers. They preferred reading the whole magazine rather
than by sections. While reading magazine, they did not do other activities.

For movie, the respondents watched movies the most on Saturday and Sunday, twice a
month. Their viewing times were 12:00-18:00. They preferred action movies the most, other
choices were comedy and romantic movies, respectively. They would like to see a movie with
friends.

The reasons for exposing themselves to the media were as follows: demand for

entertainment, current information, image and interaction with people, respectively.
