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Abstract

The objective of this study is to analyze the readiness and the requirement of primary and
secondary schools in Mueang Chiang Mai district regarding the use of e-learning. Data was
collected by using questionnaires completed by 359 teachers, and was analyzed by descriptive
statistics including frequency, percentage and mean.

The overall finding revealed that the requirement of primary and secondary schools
toward using e-learning was high. The level of the key components of e-learning such as design,
application and presentation was very high as well. Furthermore, the overall findings also
suggested a high level of readiness on the part of the administration, students and staff.
Additionally, the infrastructure readiness level in electrical systems was high. Most teachers
suggested that schools arrange training for teachers and students, in order to encourage them to
utilize e-learning as well as provide an improved and sustainable platform for e-learning

programs.
